SHAPING YOUR FAMILY’S FUTURE, a curriculum helping individuals take stock of the influence of their families of origin on their parenting styles, is testing whether to create a DVD format. The curriculum targets newly expectant parents. “This demographic seems to be more at home with DVD rather than print curriculum,” says Burton Buller, producer of a new pilot that explores how the content of the curriculum may be represented in DVD form. Philhaven, a Mt. Gretna, PA-based non-profit behavioral health services agency that created the original curriculum, has contracted with Buller to create the pilot. Philhaven is affiliated with the Mennonite Church. MennoMedia will serve as an eventual distributor for “Shaping Your Family’s Future” curriculum.
